The voters of New York State gave over-
whelming approval to the candidacy of Eliot
Spitzer on November 7, electing him to a
four-year term as Governor. Spitzer and his
running mate, David Patterson, received 709
of the vote, capping a campaign which never
looked back and was never in doubt.

The new administration will take office on
January 1. “On Day One, Everything
Changes,” has been a campaign slogan hear
statewide for months. From the morning
after the election, and as the Alumni News
goes to press, the media have been carrying
daily reports of the transition appointments
and progress toward a running start for the
new governor.

As an alumnus of Camp Winnebago, it should
make you happy to know that some things don’t
change. “Forever Wild,” Mount Katahdin remains
the centerpiece of that great wilderness preserve,
